Tutoring centers: Kristina will contact Lilit Haroyan to set a date with Lilit to offer a workshop for tutors. Kristina will coordinate the date with Maria and LRC tutors. The workshop will be scheduled before the fall semester starts. Kristina will ask Lilit to offer a hands-on workshop for the tutors to practice. The centers will offer STEM RA workshops throughout the semester. The dates are to be determined later. 

Maureen has completed the STEM RA 101 online course with the exception of the last weeks. She will contact Nika to see if she can re-enroll in the fall semester. 

Mike and Steve will complete the STEM RA 101 online course in the fall semester. Angela completed the online class in the fall 2014 class and will attend the STEM RA workshop in two weeks in Oakland. 
Bamdad has been using RA in his pre-statistics course. He models the “reading” during the first week. They use a flipped classroom with reading the text in advance and answering questions in the class.  His data analysis shows that the students in this course are more successful in the statistics class compared to the ones who take the regular intermediate Algebra course. Bamdad is planning on making videos of his modeling of reading the text. He uses a free open source book with interactive assignments: http://oli.cmu.edu. Maureen has introduced another free open source website: https://openstaxcollege.org/books. The Life Science Department will explore the link to the introduction to biology textbook.
Par explained how she used the reading logs in her BIO Hybrid course. She also models the Think Aloud in her Anatomy courses. 

Next meeting will be in December to discuss various strategies that will be used in the tutoring center and in the classroom in the fall 2015 semester. Any types of evaluation and/or assessment are encouraged.
